Care & Feeding of Governor Elect Guests

1. Correspond with your guest. Compare hobbies and interests. Tell them about yourself. Send photos. Use email, phone, fax or snail mail. 

2. #1 Host greet your guests at the airport on arrival.  #2 Host is welcome to do the same if convenient.

3. #1 Host to bring their guests to the exchange dinner (or brunch)  

4. Keep your opposite host informed.

5. Arrange with your opposite host major sight seeing.  Who goes to Niagara Falls, who goes to the Corning Glass Museum, etc.

6. House them, feed them, enjoy their company.  Some will want to take you to dinner. Some will cook their native food for you.

7. Inquire about their dietary restrictions.  Vegetarian and/or kosher will solve most restrictions if there are any.

8. Arrange group activities with other hosts in your area.  They are anxious to meet their new classmates who will be attending the International Assembly.

9. Have them attend and speak at your club meeting if it’s during your hosting period.

10. Rotary International provides medical insurance for all Governors Elect and spouses.  In the event either guest needs medical treatment or a hospital visit make sure the guest obtains receipts and medical reports so they can be reimbursed by Rotary’s insurance provider.  Last year Rotary’s insurance covered all bills over $500.

11. Have fun.  Be a tourist in your home town. Enjoy the visit with your guests.
